government and affairs, and the passage of this Resolution constitutes an 

exercise of the City’s home rule powers and functions as granted in the 

Illinois Constitution, 1970; and 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to its home rule authority, the City has the 

authority to create commissions, boards and task forces to study issues which 

the City Council deems important and significant and which impacts the 

quality of life within the City of Urbana; and 

 WHEREAS, the City Council, on January 21, 2014, adopted Resolution No. 

2014-01-002R, A Resolution Authorizing the Creation of a Task Force to 

Recommend How the City Can Improve Understanding of Data Complied in the IDOT 

Traffic Study and Respond to Concerns Raised by Social Justice Organizations; 

and 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to the resolution the Urbana Traffic Stop Data Task 

Force was formed; and 

 WHEREAS, on December 7, 2015, the Urbana Traffic Stop Data Task Force 

presented its final report to the City Council; and 

 WHEREAS, the City Council wishes to acknowledge its receipt of the 

final report and to convey its appreciation for the excellent work which the 

Urbana Traffic Stop Data Task Force members and citizens of the City of 

Urbana community committed to the study of the issues addressed in the 

report.
